	Project objectives
	· To develope civil society in Bulgaria by creating an environment for action and programs for students and young people in the area of third generation human rights and civil participation. 

· To research and determine the knowledge, skills and relations which are necessary for establishing the collective rights of humans beings.

· To activate young people by including them in regular and distance education programs in the field of third generation human rights and citizen participation.

· To include young people in a social network for exchange of ideas, experience and good practices in the sphere of collective human rights.
· To enhance the skills and knowledge of active and motivated young people about the third-generation human rights at local, regional and global level.

· To attract young people with social disadvantages and disabilities, as well as young people in social institutions, who are willing and interested  to  participate in the program and the network.

	Main activities
	1. Exchange of experience between Bulgarian and Icelandic NGOs, project partners in the field of civic participation and third-generation human rights.

2. Experts' research based on literature and Internet sources, to recognize models, behaviour techniques, required knowledge and good practices for promotion of third-generation human rights.

3. Sociological research on the expectations, endevours and desires of young people in Bulgaria regarding the issue of third-generation human rights.

4. Creating an electronic database with informational and educational materials on third-generation human rights in Bulgarian and English. Those materials will later on be linked to the network

5. Creating an Internet-based social network. Connecting the electronic database of materials for third-generation civil rights and rights of future generations to the site network.

6. Maintenance and update of the web site - news, events, opportunities for participation in international initiatives and projects, information on potential partnerships with similar organizations and schools in the country and abroad.

7. Creating a program and work methodology for regular and distance learning based on recognised students ‘needs.

8. Training of instructors to work with the program. 

9. Promoting the network and attracting perticipants in it – students aged 16 to 25.
10. Involving young people with disabilities, social disadvantages, and children in social institutions in project activities.
11. Organization of the social network activities, as well as organizing two workshops with 20 young people from all over the country, covering three levels of impact - regional, national and global.

12. Organization of “Workshop for ideas”, related to issues of civil society, healthy environment, access to natural resources, right of free communication, right of cultural heritage, equality between the generations, right to economic and social development. The workshop is expected to be attended by more than 70 young people from all over the country,as well as representatives of local and state authorities, NGOs and other.

13. Preparation of a documentary film about the project and its promotion.
