	Development of innovative approaches for working with children / 11-15 years / at risk in the field of human rights, child abuse and prevention of trafficking in children. 
• Building sustainable behaviour in children at risk for combating risk factors leading to abuse, including trafficking; 
• Increasing motivation and professional capacity of the pedagogical staff of two model schools in the town of Haskovo to prevent the risk of trafficking in children; 
• Increasing parental capacity / knowledge and skills / of families with children at risk on observance of rights of children and preventing their abuse; 
• Development of local resources/materials, methodology, professional communities, youth trainers, NGOs /for challenging child trafficking;
• Increasing sensitivity and awareness of the local community about the problem of child trafficking.


	Main activities
	1. Preparatory work 
• Selecting the groups of participants in the   trainings and project activities through conducting interviews and organizing focus-groups: 30 children from two model schools for whom there are risk factors of abuse of their rights and trafficking; a group of 10 -12 teachers and parents involved in the project 
2.Trainings for  children: conducted through interactive methods
 • Module "The rights of the child in a changing world"; “I have rights and responsibilities” 
• Module “Sustained behaviour” including themes: personal development, effective problem solving and conflict behaviour 
• Training of 7 young volunteers for co-leaders. Module: "The rights of children and what is trafficking of human beings”  “Peer to peer educational method”. 
3. Workshops “Educational Theatre”
• Practical activities for children aged 11-15 years to gain knowledge, attitudes and sustainable behaviour using the methods of educational theatre. 
• At the end of the workshops the etudes will be collected in a performance put on stage which will be presented five times for parents, teachers and classmates.
4. Working with  supportive environment 
• Establishing self-support parental group from 10-12 parents of children at risk.
• Establishing a group of professional support from10-12 teachers of both schools.
5. Resource activity 

• Development of manual - a practical guide for teachers working at secondary schools 
• Organizing Forum with 30 teachers from schools in the municipality of Haskovo aiming at presenting materials and the manual with the practical exercises.
6. Information activities 
• Preparation and dissemination of information leaflets to possible situations of child abuse / trafficking and advices on prevention. 


	Project results
	• 30 children trained in human rights  to counteract the risk factors;
• Increased educational skills of 30 teachers for training of children in human rights and prevention of trafficking; 
• Increased parental competence, of 12 parents  in the rights of their children and on the prevention of trafficking and abuse of children at risk; 
 • Created model of prevention of risk of trafficking and abuse of children; 

• Increased skills of 7 young volunteers to work with children aged 11-15 years in children's rights and prevention of trafficking; 
• Increased capacity of NGOs working on trafficking problem 
• Created and distributed manual / 2000 / on prevention of trafficking in children and training in rights of children;
• Created and distributed information leaflets / 2000/ among children about possible abuse situations and events, and advises for prevention; 
• Increased knowledge of the local community, children, parents, teachers, institutions for children on the prevention of child abuse and trafficking; 
• Promoted new methods for addressing prevention of trafficking in children.
